The
soil perfectly suited to grow vines, is com-
posed of limestone, alluvial silt and along
the river banks gravel.

The region has obtained in 1976 the “De-
nomination de Origen”.

The Galician coast line, with its many estuaries (Rias)
is characterized by verdant slopes rolling down to a
mostly mist-shrouded Atlantic.

In this up and coming white wine region at about 12
Km from the famed Santiago de Compostela, you’ll
find Adega Valdés.

The estate founded in 2001 is surrounded by 20 hec-
tares of vineyards that stretch along both banks of
the Ulla river. The peculiar characteristic of the soil
combined with the Rias Baixas climate create the ideal terroir for growing some very inter-
esting indigenous grapes.

The vines are trained traditionally with a system called “emparrado” on high trellis sup-
ported by granite pillars, as close to the humid soil the condition would not be ideal for
healthy vines and fruits.
